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Residence Life accommodates large freshman 
class with record number of tripled rooms

The Class of 2014 is one of the 
largest freshman classes to live 
on campus in the history of the 
University, which has resulted in a 
significant increase in the number 
of students who occupy tripled 
rooms. 

Of the 1,620 freshmen who re-
side in on-campus housing, about 
700 currently live in 236 tripled 
rooms, according to Marie Schaud-
er, assistant director for housing 
services.

However, the freshman tripling 

situation is not due to any sig-
nificant changes or actions taken 
by the Office of Admissions during 

the admissions process last year, ac-
cording to George Walter, associate 
dean of admissions and financial 
assistance. 

Of the 6,498 students offered 

admission last spring, 1,652 enrolled, 
according to Walter. This number 
represents an approximate 1 percent 

increase in the anticipated yield of 
students who would accept admis-
sion, or an additional 22 students 
over the target size for an entering 
freshman class of 1,630 students. 

What makes the Class of 2014 
distinct from previous freshman 
classes is not size alone, but the 
growing number of resident stu-
dents over commuter students, ac-
cording to Walter and Schauder.  

Over the past four years, the Of-
fice of Admissions has experienced 
a decrease in both the number and 
quality of commuter students who 
apply for admission. This has re-
sulted in the University admitting 
more resident students to make 
up for the four-year decline in the 
number of commuter students.

The University has recently been 
recognized as one of the top schools 
in environmental sustainability by 
the Sierra Club, an environmental 
organization. 

The Sierra Club’s annual list, 
titled “Cool Schools,” ranks the 
University as No. 53 out of the 162 
schools.

In order to become a “Cool 
School,” Villanova had to rank 
highly in 10 categories: energy 
supply, efficiency, food, academics, 
purchasing, transportation, waste 
management, administration, fi-
nancial investments and other 
initiatives.

The Sierra Club invited 900 
schools to apply, and in order to be 
considered and ranked, the Univer-
sity had to submit an application. 

“We believe very much that we 
do a lot of good things in many of 
these areas,” said University Presi-
dent Rev. Peter Donohue, O.S.A. 

Donohue said that Dining Ser-
vices do an incredible job of  being 
one of the leading initiators of 
environmental sustainability on 
campus. 

One of the initiatives Dining 
Services has taken is to eliminate 
the use of trays. 

This way, the trays do not need 
to be washed, thus decreasing the 
University’s water usage.

Dining Services donates food 
that has not been served to Vil-
lanova students to Philabundance, 
a local food bank and hunger relief 
organization. 

Whatever food cannot legally 
be donated is sent out to become 
compost. 

Also, there are a number of herb 
gardens around campus, includ-
ing one on the roof of the Center 
for Engineering Education and 
Research.

John Olson, associate professor 
of biology and the chairperson for 
the President’s Environmental Sus-
tainability Committee, noted that 
90 percent of the leftover oils that 
Dining Services uses are converted 
into biofuels. 

In addition, all of the food that 
Dining Services serves is sustainable 
food and fair trade.Tim Dietzler, 
director of Dining Services, won a 
Gold Plate award for his work. 

Donohue noted that this was 
the first time that a director from 
a university, not a restaurant, won 
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Textbook rental company debuts on campus

Beginning this semester, the 
University Shop has joined forces 
with one of the most popular and 
respected textbook rental websites, 
Chegg.com.

Although many students have 
rented textbooks from Chegg and 
other online rental sites in the past, 
they can now rent textbooks from 
the University Shop, through the 
on-campus rental program, Powered 
by Chegg.

“We have been interested in 
creating a textbook rental program 
for a long time,” said Frank Hen-
ninger, director of the University 
Shop. “Previously, we saw rental 
sites, like Chegg, as competition; 
however, after attending a college 

bookstore conference in April, I 
became familiar with the Powered 
by Chegg program and how it could 
potentially help our students.”

In the University Shop, students 
can search for their books at three 
kiosks via course number or title us-
ing the iPads provided by Powered 
by Chegg. Once students select 
their books, they can create a Chegg 
account and pay by credit or debit. 
Currently, the Wildcard cannot be 
used to pay for textbook rentals 
from Chegg.

Through Powered by Chegg, 
textbooks can be rented for a month 
or a semester and are due back to 
Chegg during the week of final 
exams. At the University Shop, stu-
dents can scan the barcodes of their 
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Students can rent iPads through Chegg.
